Commonwealth Games Scotland
Introduction

1 This selection policy has been agreed by ABS Ltd and Commonwealth Games Scotland (CGS).  It provides detail on the process by which ABS Ltd will arrive at its nominations for selection of athletes within the Scottish Team in Delhi 2010 which will be submitted to CGS for consideration.

2 In all cases, selection by ABS Ltd represents a nomination to CGS for ratification. The final decision in selection to the 2010 Games lies with CGS.  Achievement of the selection criteria therefore represents an “eligibility for nomination”, not selection or even nomination. 

3 ABS Ltd will nominate only those athletes that have qualified under both the ABS Ltd selection criteria stated below, and the CGS General Selection Criteria (available on the CGS website) that should be read in conjunction with this policy. See Appendix 1 for key points.
Selection Policy Aim

4 To select a team of athletes capable of competing with distinction at the 2010 Commonwealth Games, with individuals having the ability to achieve at least a top eight placing in the anticipated field.

Athlete Eligibility

5 The eligibility criteria of the Commonwealth Games Federation (CGF), Article 24, must be met by all nominees, see Appendix 2. 

6 Where prospective team members do not comply with the above they will only be nominated for final selection if they receive prior dispensation from the Commonwealth Games Federation (CGF).

Games Competition Format 

7 All 11 weight categories (men only) are included in the Delhi 2010 programme. Each country can enter only 1 athlete in each weight category.
Sport Specific Selection Criteria 

8 Boxers must demonstrate clear potential to reach quarter-final stage at Commonwealth Games. ABS Ltd has therefore identified the following tournaments in which Boxers must achieve the stated performance levels from at least 5 out of the 9 senior competitions listed, one of which must be either 8.11 or 8.12, to be considered for selection. Youths must achieve the required performance levels at the two youth competitions detailed below. The ABS Ltd Performance Coach will ensure any of youths under consideration get the opportunity to compete at appropriate senior tournaments during the qualification period.
8.1 Grand Prix – 12-17 May 2009 - Czech Republic

Selection Criteria Expectations:  Reach the Semi-final stage.

8.2 Arena Cup – 13-17 May – Pula, Croatia

Selection Criteria Expectations:  Reach the Quarter-final stage.

8.3 European Union Championships - 14-21 June 2009 – Denmark

Selection Criteria Expectations:  Reach the Quarter-final stage.

8.4 Brandenburg Cup – 24-28 June 2009 – Frankfurt, Germany

Selection Criteria Expectations:  Reach the Semi-final stage

8.5 Multi-nations – 20-25 - July Dublin, Ireland

Selection Criteria Expectations:  Reach the Quarter-final stage.

8.6 European Championships – 15-29 August 2009 – Szczecin, Poland

Selection Criteria Expectations:  Reach the Quarter-final stage.

(Youth Competition)

8.7 13.10
Nation Cup – 24-27 September 2009 - Austria

Selection Criteria Expectations:  Win one of two bouts.

8.8 Grand Prix -  14-17 October 2009 – Tampere, Finland

Selection Criteria Expectations:  Reach the Semi-final stage.

8.9 13–16 November – Macedonia

Selection Criteria Expectations:  Reach the Semi-final stage.

8.10 Chemistry Cup - February 2010 final date TBC– Halle, Germany

Selection Criteria Expectations:  Reach the Quarter-final stage.

8.11 Commonwealth Championship Feb 2010 – Calcutta, India.

Selection Criteria Expectations:  Reach the quarter final stage.

8.12 Great Britain Championships 2009 - Date and Venue TBC


Selection Criteria Expectations:  Reach top 2.

9 Should any of the competitions listed above be cancelled, CGS reserves the right to request that ABS Ltd seeks suitable alternatives for selection purposes. Results gained at tournaments other than those named may also be taken in to consideration.

10 Boxers aiming to gain selection for the 2010 Games team must compete in Scottish Youth/Senior Championships.

11 Boxers selected to be in the Commonwealth Games Squad must attend all training camps/sessions provided.

12 Behaviour and Discipline of all Boxers in the Commonwealth Games Squad will be monitored.

13 Records of all individual results will be maintained over the 18 months prior to the Games.

14 Boxers selected into the Institute Network must utilize the support 
services available to them.

15 A copy of the boxers Record Card should be available along with a 
summary of bouts at all times if required.

Other Selection Factors for Consideration

16 When a Scottish boxer is competing along with Non-Commonwealth Countries e.g.  Russia, Cuba etc. the calibre of their opponents must be taken into account.

17 Past results in similar Competitions.
18 Boxers must maintain the same weight they have been selected for e.g. must box in the same weight category for 6 months prior to the 2010 Commonwealth Games.

19 If a boxer does not compete in the Scottish Championships due to injury, or, attending a qualifying tournament that may clash with the dates of the Scottish Championships it is essential that the Selection Committee take into account the whole profile of the boxer when selection takes place and if considered necessary a Box-Off may be arranged

20 N.B.  In the event of a Box-off, it will be held in a neutral district 
with neutral officials as appointed by ABS Ltd.

21 As per the CGS general criteria, consideration will be given by CGS to selecting individuals who may not have met the standards above but are agreed in advance by CGS to be potential medal winners in the Glasgow 2014 Commonwealth Games. All individuals nominated under this category must be identified as such and meet a general criteria of making the top two thirds of the potential field in their event. Selection on this basis may take into account anticipated future performances but these must be based clearly on results in competitions, both junior and senior, prior to nomination.

22 ABS Ltd must discuss, and obtain agreement, with CGS six months in advance of any nomination if any athlete is likely to be proposed on this basis.  Athletes will not be considered under this category just on the basis of having missed the agreed standards.
23 The ABS Ltd will send their final nominations to CGS on 23 July 2010. CGS will confirm the final team selections by 19th August 2010.

24 Final selection to the Games team is dependent on receipt of relevant information required by CGS such as the CGF Eligibility form and Team Member Agreement.

Injury, Illness and other exceptional circumstances

25 Failure to meet any of the selection criteria for reasons of injury, illness, or any other exceptional circumstances by an athlete who still wishes to seek selection, must be backed by medical evidence, or any such additional evidence as may be reasonably requested, which may be considered at the discretion of ABS Ltd’s Performance and Events operational team.
26 Any unavailability for competition or training, for any of the reasons above, must be advised and agreed with the Head Coach in advance.

De-selection 

27 A boxer may be removed from the Games Squad/Team at any stage in the selection process if there is a reason that the Head Coach or Team Manager considers may affect their performance at the Games e.g. illness or injury, non-compliance in training or competition, lack of consistency in performance or training, failure to make the correct weight or breach of the Code of Conduct or Team Member agreement.

28 Prior to a boxer being removed they must be given the right to appeal against the decision. Any de-selected boxer will have the opportunity to meet with the Head Coach and request the attendance of the Team Manager.

 Anti-Doping

29 All athletes must adhere to the WADA Code and UK Anti –Doping Rules.

Appeals Process 

30 All appeals will be heard by the ABS Ltd Appeals Panel. The Appeals Panel will consist of three representatives from ABS Ltd (who were not involved in the initial selection).  The panel will convene when required to consider any appeal(s).  Should the ABS Ltd Appeals Panel uphold an athlete(s) appeal it will then need to indicate which of the nominated athletes may have lost their place. 
31 ABS Ltd also has the opportunity to appeal to CGS if athletes that have been nominated by ABS Ltd are not selected.  Individuals do not have the right to appeal direct to the CGS
32 An athlete not included for nomination may not appeal directly to the CGS.

Appointment of Team Staff

33 A Team Leader will be appointed by the CGS in consultation with ABS Ltd by May/June 2009. The final complement of Boxing team staff attending the Games will ultimately depend upon team composition and will be determined by the CGS in consultation with the ABS Ltd.

Appendix 1
General Selection Criteria (from CGS Policy)
1
Membership of the 2010 Commonwealth Games team shall be considered as being from the point of selection or appointment by Commonwealth Games Scotland (CGS).  The team represents CGS, not Amateur Boxing Scotland (ABS) Ltd.  All team members shall be responsible to the Chef de Mission for all 2010 Commonwealth Games related matters. 

2
Each team shall at all times adhere to CGS Code of Conduct and Team Member Agreement as a condition of selection or appointment.

3
CGS will not select or appoint anyone to the Team who –

3.1
Is under suspension by a Governing Body for inappropriate behavior towards children.

3.2
Has been convicted of a serious criminal offence involving children as outlined in Schedule 1 of the Criminal Procedure (Scotland) Act 1995, Protection of Children (Scotland) Act 2003 and other associated legislation, or

3.3 Is currently charged with a serious criminal offence against children as outlined in Schedule 1 of the Criminal Procedure (Scotland) Act 1995, Protection of Children (Scotland) Act 2003 and other associated legislation.

3.4 Has been found guilty of an offence liable to bring CGS or its Teams into disrepute

4
As a condition of selection availability all Team members must complete a ‘Declaration of Compliance’ with CGS Child Protection Guidelines which are outlined on the CGS website, and a Team Member agreement. 

5
ABS Ltd will inform CGS of names and performance records of potential competitors and shall maintain an information database on these competitors and enable the CGS to access this information when required.

6
CGS retains the authority to deselect any Team Member for breach the Code of Conduct, Team Member agreement or other selection conditions but will liase closely with, and consider the advice of, ABS Ltd if doing so.

Appendix 2
Eligibility and Conditions for Representation

Competitor eligibility and conditions for representing Scotland shall be as outlined in the Commonwealth Games Federation (CGF) Constitution and Regulations.  This is as follows:

ARTICLE 24 
Eligibility 
1. Subject to Article 24(2), as a condition of entry to compete in the Commonwealth Games, all competitors must be citizens or subjects of the Commonwealth Country that enters them and must: 

(a) not be currently under disqualification or suspension by the Federation, or their respective Affiliated CGA or IF or under the World Anti Doping Code; 

(b) comply with all applicable rules and regulations of the Federation, their respective IFs and the World Anti Doping Code as may be modified and applied by the Federation to ensure that the overriding principles of the Commonwealth Games are observed. 

2. Subject to Article 24(3), where a competitor was born in a Commonwealth Country that has common citizenship/passport with other Commonwealth Countries, the competitor may initially represent either the competitor's Commonwealth Country of birth; or the Commonwealth Country of birth of his or her father or mother that shares the same citizenship/passport. 

3. After having represented one Commonwealth Country at the Commonwealth Games, a competitor may not represent another Commonwealth Country unless he or she receives the approval of the Federation, the relevant IF and the Affiliated CGAs of the two Commonwealth Countries concerned. 

4. It is the responsibility of all Affiliated CGAs to ensure that their competitors are fully aware of and comply with the eligibility rules of the Federation. 

5. The Executive Board shall have the power to waive the provisions of Articles 24 (1-3) in its discretion. 

In relation this clause, the CGF Executive at its meeting in August 2004 gave the following guidelines.  

If an athlete has previously represented a country at a Commonwealth Games they may continue to represent that country at future Games.

Athletes wishing to compete for a country on the basis of residency must show they have resided in that country for five years immediately prior to those Games.

Further guidelines were given in August 2005 as follows

Athlete Eligibility- Athlete Dispensation Criteria

The General Assembly noted the Executive Boards decision that in accordance with Article 25 (5) dispensations would be granted to athletes where common passports exist in that an athlete may represent the new country subject to having fulfilled all the requirements of the relevant International Federation.

8
All nominations for selection must fulfil the requirements as outlined above, and in addition, be members of, or affiliated to, ABS Ltd by which they are nominated either directly, or indirectly through their club or other such organisation. 

9
Commitment by competitors to future availability for competition for Scotland as a member of either constituent governing body or for CGS Teams will be taken into account by both ABS Ltd and the CGS when applying selection guidelines.

ABS Ltd has been asked by CGS to identify any potential athletes where there are issues with the criteria as stated so these can be addressed by CGS or the CGF if required, prior to commencement of the selection period.
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
